Not all children would go to school, Queen
Victoria made it compulsory for children to

attend school.

There were laws introduced to help
protect children from working long hours
in poor and dangerous conditions so that

they could attend school.

Factories and workhouses were built for
people to work in, so towns and cities

grew.

Rich families had large houses, servants

and maids, expensive clothes, running
water in their homes and flushing toilets,
good food and toys and holidays to the

sea-side.

Poor families had smaller houses which

were packed closely together, little food,
worn and dirty clothes, retrieved their

water from wells, had no toys or played

with things they found and would help
with the housework around the home.
